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Important: Students should NOT pre-read the assigned literature books over the summer or more than 
two weeks prior to the time they’re assigned.  While it is wonderful to have eager readers and wonderful 
stories, it is important that the books are read and understood within the proper historical context.  
Eager readers may enjoy the books on the TOG alternate reading list.
